LESSON -2: How a Seed Grows & Jesus Brings New Life

GENERAL CONCEPT: How a seed grows

SCIENCE LESSON CONCEPT
Identifying the parts of a seed and how it grows.

GOAL OF SCIENCE LESSON

Student will be able to identify the parts of a seed before and
during germination.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

1. Student will be able to describe how his experiment
progressed.

2. Student will be able to label seed parts.

MATERIALS NEEDED
* Chart paper
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RELIGION LESSON CONCEPT
The Resurrection of Jesus brings new life to believers.

GOAL OF RELIGION LESSON

Student will know that each person must be like Jesus in His
death and in his coming to new life.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

1. Student will identify one area where he/she can be
less selfish and more charitable.

2. Student will realize that good choices lead us to new
life in Jesus Christ.

MATERIALS NEEDED
¢ The Bible account of Jesus’ Resurrection



Pictures of seeds, seed parts, germinating seeds and
their parts

Science Journal Page: SEEDS

Soil

Water

Paper towels
Clear jar

Seeds (Dried bean seeds or rye grass seeds work
really well.

SCIENCE METHODOLOGY
USE OF THE SCIENCE JOURNAL IS A CRITICAL SKILL
AND SHOULD NOT BE OMITTED.

USE the pictures of the parts of a seed and list the
parts.

USE the pictures of germinating seeds and list the
parts.

EXPERIMENT: Try to germinate seeds

HAVE the student predict what will happen if they
place the seeds in a wet paper towel for one day, two
days, three, days, four days, a week, etc.

HAVE the student record prediction on Science
Journal Page. Critical Skill Component
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* Chart paper
* Marker

* Scripture of Jesus saying :Unless a grain of wheat
fallsE

RELIGION METHODOLOGY

e TELL OR READ the story of JesusO Resurrectionlt is
a critical experience to actually read the Scripture
to the students. See last pages for Resurrection
account.

* ASK: Why did Jesus die?
* ASK: Why did He rise to new life?

* READ the Scripture about grain falls to the ground.
See last pages for text.

* ASK: What parts of us must fall away so that new life
can grow in us? What bad choices do we make? What
good choices do we make? How can we get rid of the
bad choices? How can we make more good choices?
What choices does Jesus want us to make?



ASK: What happens when a seed falls to the ground
and germinates? (It falls apart to become new life.)

PLACE the seeds in wet paper towels for one day.
THEN CHECK for germination.

REPEAT each day until germination. Student should
record daily observations on Science Journal

Page.

DURING germination time, read from your science
textbook the pages on seeds.

COPY pages on seed parts and germination and have
students fill them in. (See links.)

WHEN germination occurs, plant the seed in a clear
jar near the outer edge so that the student can
observe the rooting.

HAVE the student record the planting and rooting on
Science Journal Page.

IF EACH student grows a plant, each student may
take it home.

OPTION

Plant the seedlings in a decorated clean yogurt cup.
Learn the song Take the Word of God With You as
you go...etc. Can connect with First Penance or First
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THINK QUIETLY for a minute about one good choice
you could do more often this week. Is there something
the class could work on together? Write the class
resolution on the board as a reminder.

REVISIT the class good choice selection often in the
week.

LEARNY/SING the song, “Like A Sunflower”

POSIT — We begin to grow in our new life in Jesus
when we make good choices.



Communion as we are always SENT out from a
sacrament to share Jesus with others

* POSIT- Have the student supply the answers to
reinforce the lesson. The parts of a seed are (have
student supply answer). What happens when a seed
germinates? Is planted? Roots? Begins to grow?
