GOAL OF SCIENCE LESSON

1. The student will be able to trace the life cycle of plants
and animals.

2. The student will know that every living thing grows and
changes.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Student will be able to describe growth and change in plants
and animals.

RELIGION LESSON CONCEPT

One way we grow and come into full life in the Church is
through the Sacraments. Beginning with Baptism — our birth
— each sacrament is a step in our growth toward a closer
relationship with God.

GOAL OF RELIGION LESSON

The student will be able to name the seven sacraments and
describe the ones he/she has received.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Students can describe the Sacraments as aids in their
Christian growth.



MATERIALS NEEDED

Soil

Containers for seeds and soil

Seeds

Chart paper or blackboard of Sacrament time line
Pictures of celebrations of the seven Sacraments

Selection of one of the following: fertile chicken or
duck eggs, sea monkey eggs, or butterfly larvae

Science Journal Page: LIVING THINGS GROW AND
CHANGE

SCIENCE METHODOLOGY

DISCUSS how the student has changed since birth.

HAVE the student demonstrate some physical things
they can do now. (walk, talk, balance)

HAVE the student demonstrate some mental (learned)

abilities. (Add, subtract, print, cursive writing)

WRITE on the board: LIVING THINGS GROW AND
CHANGE.
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EXPLAIN the experiment you are going to do (chicken
eggs, sea monkey eggs, or butterfly larvae).

MATERIALS NEEDED

* Chart paper or blackboard for Sacrament time line.

¢ Pictures of celebrations of the seven Sacraments

RELIGION METHODOLOGY

DISCUSS how the student has changed since entering
school. Remember from your science class that all
living things grow and change. You are a living thing.
You have grown and changed and you will continue to
grow and change.

SAY: We grow and change in our spiritual life because
our souls are alive too. God has given us some helps
to make the growing and changing of our spiritual life
as easy as it can be. We call these special helps “The
Seven Sacraments”



ASK: Which Sacraments have you received? Write
them on the board.

.HAVE the student predict what will happen to either
the seed, egg, sea monkey eggs, or butterfly larvae on
the Science Journal Page

DO the experiment.

HAVE the student observe and record on the Science
Journal Page.

POSIT - Living Things Grow and Change
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SHOW the student pictures of the seven sacraments
and try to get the names of all seven on the board or
flip chart

ASK: How did those sacraments help you to become
more like Jesus? (Encourage partial answers.)

ASK: How do we celebrate Baptism? Penance? Holy
Eucharist?

SAY: If we placed the Sacraments in your life time
line, where would they fit?

POSIT - God created human beings. To become our
very best, we must grow and change physically (in our
body and mind) and spiritually (in our soul).
