LESSON 3: What is light? And Why do we call God our Light?

GENERAL CONCEPT: What is light? Why do we call God our light?

SCIENCE LESSON CONCEPT
Light is energy manifested in a particular way.

GOAL OF SCIENCE LESSON

Student will discover the uses of light/.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Student will learn how lights help us to see, manifests energy,
and moves.

MATERIALS NEEDED

• Flashlight

• Piece of cardboard

RELIGION LESSON CONCEPT
Why do we call God our Light?

GOAL OF RELIGION LESSON

• Student will know that the Creator (God) is the source
of Light and the Source of Life.

• Student will know that God shows us the right path.

OUTCOME EXPECTED

Student will understand why we say God is our Light.

MATERIALS NEEDED

• Bible: John 1

• Drawing paper
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• Science Journal Page: LIGHT

• A fairly wide object with a definite shape

• Pen/pencil

SCIENCE METHODOLOGY

• ASK: What is light?

• RECORD answers.

• WORK to the science concept of light is energy
manifested in a particular way.

• GIVE each student the Science Journal Page: LIGHT

• ASK the student to predict what will happen when you
shine the flashlight on an object in front of a piece of
cardboard from 4 feet away.

• STUDENT  RECORDS prediction on Science Journal
Page.

• SHINE the flashlight from 4 ft.

• ASSESS predictions. Stress that not having the right
answer is learning something.

• HAVE the student predict what will happen from 3
feet?

• RECORD prediction.

• Crayons/makers

RELIGION METHODOLOGY

• READ the first part of John 1 (John 1: 1-2)

• DISCUSS  with the student how light can affect our
mood, our food, our safety, etc.

• SAY: We feel happy when we have sunlight or light
and sad when it is dark and gloomy. Our food needs
light to grow.

• ASK: Can you think of other ways light affects us?

• SAY: Since God is our light, what does he do to help
us?

• GET to Shows us the path, keeps us safe, etc.

• HAVE the student think of a situation where the
student feels God has shown the way.

• SHARE some responses.

• HAVE each student draw their situation.

• HAVE some student sharing from the drawings.

• POSIT: God is our Light. He shows us the way.
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• REPEAT the predictions and experiments at 2 ft., 1 ft.,
6 inches, and 1 inch.

• STUDENTS should record predictions and results.

• ASK: How did we experience the energy in this
experiment. (LIGHT)

• ASK: How did we know the light moved?  (Saw it
carried in the air.)

• POSIT: Light is energy manifested in a particular way.
